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Biology News

Year 12 Biology 6 Transformation of Bacterial Plasmids

On 17t% July Year 12 VCE Biology students attended an excursion to the Gene Technology Access Centre
(GTAC) in Melbourne. Students worked with scientists in small groups, inserting a transformed plasmid
into bacteria. On return to Kambrya, students used UV light to investigate which bacteria had taken up
the plasmid.

The experiment relates to the following key knowledge of the Unit 4 study design:

1 binary fission in prokaryotes
1 gene expression:
1 the concept of gene regulation (the switching on and off of genes by factors expressed by regulator

genes and environmental factors)
1 DNA tools and techniques: gel electrophoresis; DNA amplification; making a recombinant plasmid,;
bacterial transformations; and using plasmids as gene delivery systems

The students showed exemplary behaviour and focus on the excursion. | wish them the best as they work
toward success in the end of year exam.
